




INVITATION TO PARTICIPATE IN A WORKSHOP WITH ENTITIES INTERESTED IN BECOMING NOTIFIED BODIES UNDER THE CYBER RESILIENCE ACT
Online format. 21 April 2026

The Cyber Resilience Act ([footnoteRef:1]) (CRA) imposes mandatory cybersecurity requirements for the placing on the EU market of products with digital elements under its scope. The CRA additionally defines the conformity assessment procedures that the manufacturer has to undertake as a pre-condition for market access. For certain categories of products ([footnoteRef:2]), the involvement of a notified body is or may be mandatory. [1: ()	Regulation (EU) 2024/2847.]  [2: ()	More specifically important and critical products (see Annex III of the CRA).] 

In the framework of the implementation of the CRA, the Commission, in cooperation with Member States and the EU Cybersecurity Agency (ENISA), is defining relevant procedures to ensure that a notified bodies market can exist in due time to facilitate access to the EU market by manufacturers of products covered by the CRA. 
In this regard, the Commission will organise a workshop with entities that are considering becoming notified bodies under the CRA. The objective of this activity is twofold. On the one hand, the Commission and ENISA will explain the legal framework on CRA conformity assessment and the proposed implementing measures. On the other hand, the interested entities will be able to express their concerns and to share specific proposals to the Commission, ENISA and Member States to streamline the notification procedure.
The preliminary agenda of the workshop will be the following:
1. The Cyber Resilience Act.
2. The conformity assessment regime under the CRA.
3. The accreditation procedure.
4. Commission’s proposals to streamline the notification procedure.
5. Feedback by members.
The workshop will take place in online format on 21 April 2026, at 14:00-17:00 CET.
